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NM-LA wants to insure that the opportunity for an 
education is not denied to any student because of 
limited fi nancial means. UNM-LA also wants to 

reward students who have shown academic achievement 
and encourage those students to attend UNM-LA. In 
addition, UNM-LA wants to recruit students from a 
wide variety of backgrounds and interests. Therefore, 
the campus provides a broad spectrum of fi nancial 
aid opportunities to students of many types. Some 
scholarships target students in a particular area of study. 
Others seek to aid students from a particular group, such 
as non-traditional students. Students are encouraged to 
contact the Financial Aid Offi ce at 662-0341.

Needs-Based Financial Aid
     Students applying for fi nancial aid complete the 
Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA) 
designed to determine the difference between what the 
student or family is expected to contribute and the cost 
of attending UNM-LA, which include room and board; 
books and supplies, transportation and personal expenses 
as well as tuition and fees. For maximum consideration, 
students should apply prior to March 1 to receive 
fi nancial aid for the Fall Semester.  In order to receive 
fi nancial aid, students must be enrolled in a certifi cate or 
degree-granting program. The Financial Aid Offi ce will 
help students discover what state and federal programs 
are available and help them to apply for these programs, 
which include grants, loans and work-study positions. 
Requirements for individual scholarships vary, but a 
student must make satisfactory progress to continue their 
aid. A student must complete a minimum of 67% of the 
credit hours attempted while maintaining a minimum 

cumulative GPA as follows:  1.7 GPA for the fi rst 30 
credit hours of undergraduate work and 2.0 thereafter. 

Scholarship Programs
      UNM-LA has a general scholarship application used 
for the majority of UNM-LA scholarships. Deadline 
dates for incoming freshmen are April 1 for the Fall 
Semester and November 1 for the Spring Semester. The 
Financial Aid Offi ce will help veterans to take advantage 
of Veterans Administration Benefi ts available to them. 
Some of the current scholarship opportunities are 
outlined below but be sure to check online for a complete 
listing. The priority deadline is April 1, 2009 for the Fall 
2009 Semester. Applications will be accepted until the 
fall semester begins, but awards will be made on a fi rst-
come fi rst-served basis while funds are available.

Bridge to Success Scholarship for 
incoming freshmen

     The Bridge to Success Scholarship provides tuition 
funds for the fi rst semester of a student’s Freshman 
Year before the New Mexico Lottery Scholarship 
begins in the second semester. Only students who have 
graduated from high school or received a GED within 
the previous year are eligible.  The Bridge to Success 
Scholarship will only be awarded to students submitting 
an application by the June 30 deadline. Applications 
will be accepted until the fall semester begins, but 
awards will be made on a fi rst-come fi rst-served basis 
while funds are available.

WIRED Scholarships especially for 
technical degree seekers 

    The New Mexico WIRED (Workforce Innovation 
in Regional Economic Development) project is funded 
through a grant from the United States Department of 
Labor. This funding will enable over 150 scholarships 
to be awarded to students who are pursuing higher 
education in a green related fi eld. Students in the 

following UNM-LA programs may qualify for 
WIRED Scholarships: Electromechanical Technology, 
Environmental Science, Pre-Engineering Science, 
Web Technologies and Applied Technologies.
