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Special scholarships available at UNM for students in science and technology
Students considering a career in science and technology should be aware that students at UNM-Los Alamos are eligible for two special scholarship programs. 
The New Mexico WIRED (Workforce Innovation in Regional Economic Development) project is funded through a grant from the United States Department of Labor. This funding will enable over 150 scholarships to be awarded to students who are pursuing higher education in a green related field. Students in the following UNM-LA programs may qualify for WIRED Scholarships: Electromechanical Technology, Environmental Science, Pre-Engineering Science, Web Technologies and Applied Technologies, said UNM-LA Financial Aid Manager Yohanna Wiuff. 

The University of New Mexico-Los Alamos has received a grant of $15,000 from the Los Alamos National Laboratory Foundation for the 2008-09 academic year to recruit GED recipients into associate degree and certificate programs in science, technology, engineering and mathematics (STEM) for the 2008-09 academic year. The funding will provide scholarships to qualified students to assist with tuition, fee and book expenses, Wiuff said.
There are no specific economic or academic criteria to apply for the scholarship. Students may have received their GED at any time, but only GED recipients are eligible for this particular scholarship. There are a number of other UNM-LA scholarships available to all students, said Wiuff. 

Students selected to participate in this program will be required to enroll in a STEM associate or certificate program, enroll in STEM courses, and participate in workshops that emphasize tutoring and peer mentoring. They will receive support for activities such as orientation workshops and service learning experiences required as part of their STEM degree program,
