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UNM-LA enrollment increases for third straight semester
This semester, UNM-Los Alamos increased its head count for the third straight semester for Spring 2009. The headcount is 6% higher than for Spring 2008, said UNM-LA Institutional Researcher Valida Dushdurova. The news is especially good at the UNM-LA Bernalillo site where headcount is more than 60% higher than last spring, Dushdurova said. 

In other news, UNM-LA has increased its online offerings and enrollment in these classes has been very good, said Dean of Instruction Dr. Kate Massengale. UNM-LA is offering a math class online for the first time. The class is Intermediate Algebra. Computer Science offerings have increased this semester, including a class at the 300 level offered through the UNM-LA Bachelor and Graduate program. UNM-LA is offering two literature classes of special interest to educators on the topics of Fairy Tales and World Literature this semester, Massengale said. 
Enrollment in both Credit Classes and Community Education is ongoing at UNM-LA.
