 Spring applicants must have completed GED in preceding Fall semester. 

 Must provide high school/ GED transcript and college transcript with application. 

 

Deadline and Notification of Award 

Fall: Priority will be given to those students applying on or before JUNE 30. Recipients 

will be notified via letter during the month of July.  

Spring: Priority will be given to those students applying on or before NOVEMBER 30. 

Recipients will be notified via letter during the month of December.
