 Must be legal resident of New Mexico and United States Citizen 

 Must be enrolled in a degree or certificate program at UNM-Los Alamos 

 Students who have earned an Associates or Bachelor’s degree are NOT eligible 

 Must provide high school/ GED transcript and college transcript with application 

 Only one application is required for scholarships. Bridge to Success Scholarship, Applied 

Technologies Native American Scholarship, Merrick, and UNM-Transfer Scholarships 

require a separate application. 

Duration of Scholarship 

Scholarships are awarded for a maximum of four semesters at UNM-Los Alamos. Application is 

required each academic year beginning with Fall semester. Eligibility for scholarships is 

determined each semester based on previous semester performance.  

Deadline and Notification of Award 

Fall: Priority will be given to those students applying on or before APRIL 1. Recipients 

will be notified via letter during the month of May. Applications received after April 1, will be 

considered IF funds are available. 

Spring: Priority will be given to those students applying on or before January 1. Awards 
will be made after the second week of classes, IF funds are available.
